MISSION

The Huxley Enhancement & Recreational Organization (HERO) was formed to give community members a platform to interact with other citizens while working collectively to enhance the Huxley community through service projects and community social events. Membership is open to any adults in the Ballard area who is interested in building a better community and making new friends

OVERVIEW

Throughout each calendar year the Huxley Enhancement & Recreational Organization (HERO) works to raise funds through various projects to help support the Ballard community.  The funds raised, through these events, support the HERO Community Betterment Grant Program.  Through the grant program, the organization seeks to benefit Ballard groups or associations with their requests or needs.

The HERO Community Betterment Grant Program is a formal grant process.  Organizations or groups requesting funds must complete a grant application and submit the required documents.  Completed grant applications must be received by the HERO grant advisory committee by the posted application deadlines.  Grant funds will be distributed each quarter of the calendar year.

The grant advisory committee will review all applications received.  Grant applications are rated on demonstration of need, leverage of other funds secured and applied for, community support, community impact, population served, and proposed evaluation of results.

HERO looks favorably upon applications from organizations that:

· Administer effective programs or projects

· Provide measurable and meaningful results

· Demonstrate financial stability and accountability

FUNDING PRIORITIES
Funding priorities included, but are not limited to the following categories:

· Education

· Community Recreation

· Senior/Human Services

· Youth Sports and Athletics

Because funds are limited, HERO is unable to act favorably on all requests received.  Each request will be carefully evaluated on overall community impact and compliance with the HERO guidelines and available funds.

ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must be nonprofit, tax-exempt organizations that have received a 501(c)(3) or 501(c)(4) designation from the Internal Revenue Service or other such nonprofit organization exclusively for the promotion of social welfare as determined by HERO, at its sole discretion.

HERO will not consider the following for funding:

· Organizations, projects or programs outside the Ballard area.

· Political parties, campaigns, candidates or partisan organizations

· Private foundations

· Individuals
